A wide (but not inappropriately so) set of search terms, and developing a regular habit of 

reading through opportunities on e.g. on alternate mornings or evenings is time-intensive, 

but often pays you back in identifying novel and interesting openings that you quality for, 

which you may otherwise have missed.
